Notifications should be directed to the local Public Health 
Unit, except for: 
• HIV, which is notifiable only by reference laboratories 

direct to Communicable Diseases Branch, NSW 
Ministry of Health. 

• CPE and Candida auris should be notified within 24 
hours directly to Communicable Diseases Branch by 
secure fax (02) 9391 9189. 

Information specified in the Laboratory Notification 
Form must be provided in writing (either through 
electronic transfer, fax, or mail) as well as by phone for 

conditions of public health significance listed as 
URGENT above. 

All notifications are strictly confidential 
 

In order to protect patient confidentiality, notifications 
should only be made by facsimile machine to a 
designated public health unit line.
