Sepsis is a time critical medical emergency. It accounts for up to 30% of urgent calls for medical help in NSW hospitals and is a common
cause of in-hospital death. Sepsis is the immune system’s response to an infection which causes the body to attack its own tissues and
organs. It can occur in response to any bacterial, viral, or fungal infection. If sepsis is not treated quickly, it can lead to organ failure,
amputation and death.

Sepsis can affect everyone, but the elderly, young children and the immuno-compromised as most at risk.

This toolkit has been developed to help you communicate with your local community, and aims to increase the public’s awareness of sepsis,
its symptoms, and the need to seek medical help fast. The call to action is for the public to feel comfortable in asking, “Could it be sepsis?”
