Disposal of  Community Sharps? 

Community sharps should always be disposed of in a  
secure community sharps disposal bin. Because of the 
potential risk of injury to workers and other community  
members they should never be disposed of:

✖ 	in household waste or recycling bins  
(plastic syringes are NOT recyclable)

✖	 in public litter bins

✖	 by flushing down toilets or drains

✖	 by discarding into the environment.
